ANGEL Discussion Forum Assignments: 
What Works (and What Hasn’t)
Edie Woods PhD, Professor of Psychology

There are myriad ways in which to use the ANGEL 
discussion forums. I have tired some assignments that 
have been successful from both faculty and student 
perspectives—and others that have not. Being frustrated 
by the latter, I set out to uncover the differences between 
the two. Upon critical review, I have found that my 
discussion forum assignments that reflect Chickering and 
Gamson’s (1987) “Seven Principles for Good Practice 
in Undergraduate Education” have contributed the 
most to student learning. Briefly, the “Seven Principles” 
include promoting student-faculty contact, encouraging 
students to work cooperatively, requiring active learning, 
establishing high expectations, stressing time on task, 
providing timely feedback, and recognizing a diversity 
of learning styles and talents. In this presentation, I 
will describe examples of both my successful (Weekly 
Reflections, Small-Group Activities) and my unsuccessful 
(Study Groups, One-question Forums) assignments. I 
will suggest that revising the unsuccessful ones to reflect 
the “Seven Principles,” like the successful ones do, can 
transform that misfit “ugly duckling” assignment into a 
“swan” (with apologies to Hans Christian Andersen).
